Testing method: The unit’s copy/print capabilities were tested using a Windows XP workstation with a crossover cable,
the standard PowerPC750FL print controller and the KPDL3 driver (version 4.1). The crossover cable eliminates network
traffic, allowing for optimal productivity of the unit.

Comparative Analysis

Geared by the manufacturer to users running monthly volumes of up to
200,000 impressions, the Kyocera KM-5050 proved to be a competitive over-
all performer in BLI’s field test, offering good ease of use at a low price on
its way to an overall rating of Four Stars.

The device features standard copy, print and scan functionality, as well as
optional faxing/network faxing. Further, despite being a monochrome device,
the KM-5050 features standard colour scanning and sending capability at the
company’s rated speed of 25 ipm. For the base price, users get 512 MB of
memory (upgradeable to 1 GB) and a 40-GB hard drive that is shared among
functions.
